 Tolerance promotion at the community level in Crimea (Ukraine) as means of early conflict prevention (April-October 2008), supported by the Black Sea Trust for Regional Cooperation, a project of the German Marshall Fund (www.gmfus.org )

The proposed project will provide local communities members in several Crimean regions  (Ukraine) with knowledge and skills of effective cross-cultural communication, conflict prevention and resolution and facilitating community changes. The project is aimed at supplying 20 secondary school teachers (among those who were already involved in the “Culture of Neighborhood” course teaching at schools)  with knowledge and skills of training activities for adults (mainly their pupils’ parents) through a three-day training of trainers (TOT). The organization plans to prepare and publish brochures for parents “How to manage changes in the poly-ethnic community” and supply parents – participants of further trainings with them. 

Project Goal: Strengthening interethnic relations in local poly-ethnic communities and facilitating local changes through preparation of trainers and training of 600 community members – pupils‘ parents

Objectives:

1. To supply  20 secondary school teachers of Crimea with knowledge and skills of training activities for adults (mainly their pupils’ parents) through  the training of trainers;

2. To provide local communities members with skills which will improve their inter-ethnic interaction by conducting 40 trainings (each prepared trainer will conduct two trainings).

3. To publish a brochure “How to manage changes in the poly-ethnic community”.

4. To conduct monitoring of the project trainings results.

Activities  

The project will include:

-  training of trainers (secondary schools teachers of Crimea). Teachers will be equipped with the necessary knowledge and skills to work with adults (their school pupil’s parents);

- Publication of the brochures  “How to manage changes in the poly-ethnic community”  for parents - local  community activists - 1500 brochures will be published
- training seminars for parents in their communities by the prepared team of trainers - 600 representatives of local communities will be able to apply knowledge and skills, received during trainings on tolerance and cross-cultural understanding, to real situations on community level. Each trainer will conduct two one-day trainings (15 persons in each group);

- Monitoring of the training seminars results by the members of the IDC through questionnairing and interviewing parents and local communities representatives;
