Project:

Supporting inter-cultural education in Crimea (phase III: September - December 2009) supported by the OSCE High Commissioner on National Minorities 
The overall objective of the project is to improve inter-ethnic relations and prevent conflict in the Autonomous Republic of Crimea.

The specific objective of the project is to roll out the integrated course “Culture of the Neighbourhood” in educational institutions of the Crimea by developing additional course materials and train additional teachers to work with pupils and parents in a multicultural environment.

To achieve this objective the IDC will prepare and print educational materials for students of the 5th and 10th grades of secondary school and a manual for college and university students, will conduct additional trainings for teachers in new regions of the Crimea as well as train two groups of teachers for further training activities in local communities. These teachers will conduct trainings on “Culture of the Neighbourhood” for parents, who are the most active part of local communities influencing joint school community efforts in tolerance skills development. 

The direct target group consists of approximately 2,000 pupils and 1,000 students who will be using the books, 300 teachers who will acquire skills to introduce the course into schools curricula and  a large group of parents who will be trained. The following results will be delivered:

Result 1.  Teachers and students will be provided with new educational materials for the course “Culture of the Neighbourhood”

Activity 1.1: Workbooks for pupils of the 5th and 10th grades of secondary school and the manual for college and university students will be developed and 1,000 copies of each book will be printed and distributed.

Result 2. School teachers will be trained on the course

Activity 2.1: Two different programs for primary (1-4 grades) and secondary school (5-11 grades) teachers will be developed

Activity 2.2: 75 teachers of primary schools will receive training on the course “Culture of the Neighbourhood” 

Activity 2.3: 100 teachers of secondary schools will receive training on the course “Culture of the Neighbourhood” 

Result 3. 40 School teachers will be trained to conduct trainings for parents of their school pupils on inter-cultural dialogue in communities

Activity 3.1:  Teachers of schools selected on a competitive basis will receive training (TOT) of skills for conduct trainings for adults

Activity 3.2:  A set of materials for parents (3,000 copies) will be printed and distributed during trainings

Activity 3.3: Each teacher will conduct two trainings for parents in their communities

Activity 3.4: Results of the conducted trainings by teachers-trainers will be discussed at a round table
